To be eligible for appointment on a federal training grant, you must be a U.S. citizen or have permanent residency. Preference is given to students majoring or minoring in health psychology, but all applicants are invited.
These fellowships are for full-time research and training while enrolled at UCLA working under the sponsorship of two of the training grant faculty members (see list below). The fellowships are for two years with the second year contingent on satisfactory progress in the first year of the fellowship. The grant provides a stipend, tuition and fees, modest travel expenses to present research at conferences, and limited training-related expenses. The program directors are working with the university and department to assure all offers will be at current graduate level stipends following recent negotations and agreements. Funding is not available for sponsorship of research, or during internship year for Clinical majors.
